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On the Air: May 12, 2004

Greetings, friends, in the precious name of Jesus! We have so much to share with
you! God has been moving mightily in this ministry, expanding borders, establishing
connections and paving the way for greater influence for His Kingdom.

It has been a long time (eight months!) since our last
newsletter. So, let me start by apologizing for being out of
touch for so long...my hectic schedule got in the way of
sending out regular updates. Moving forward, | plan to
issue a newsletter every other month with ministry updates
and prayer requests.

The big news is we started broadcasting on May 12,
2004. The program currently reaches 11 million viewers
across North Africa, the Middle East and Europe on
Wednesdays, Thursdays (twice), Fridays and Saturdays.
As soon as we went on the air, the station started receiving
responses from viewers across the region. Letters and
emails have come in Arabic, English and French, from
countries like Morocco, Spain, Germany, Egypt, Jordan
and Kuwait (look for testimonials in the upcoming issue
of Envision).

We were very encouraged by SAT7'’s feedback to A New
Dimension (the original name of the program was A New
Vision — it was changed while producing the first 13

episodes). To ensure Biblical and doctrinal accuracy, in
addition to social, cultural and political sensitivity, each
episode is reviewed by a SAT7 acquisitions team. The
Acquisitions Manager wrote: “Congratulations on an
excellent program! | had my expectations way up based
on the description and the team that produced it, yet it
turned to be better than | even imagined...”

Last April, we started taping the second season (episodes
14 to 26) of the program. God’s favor and grace were
strongly evident, as always. The creative team worked in
unity as we made adjustments to enhance the quality of
the new episodes — this, in itself, was an accomplishment
since we our team is made up of highly creative people

Bibles Promises >> Only the Word of God can change
someone’s life, and that is why we purposed
to get scriptures in the hands of as many viewers
as possible. We have been offering a free Bible
Promises booklet written and edited by a small
group of the ministry’s intercessors. It contains
forty topics that range from salvation, grace,
restoration and forgiveness to friendship, family and
children. Each topic contains Biblical promises as well as
a scriptures-based prayer to help people learn to pray the
Word of God over their situation. The booklets are being
distributed through the SAT7 Cyprus and Cairo offices.

Moving Forward >> We are about to begin production
on the third season of A New Dimension and are very
excited about some potential doors of opportunity to
syndicate the program for wider demographic reach. To
move forward, all that is needed is the funding to get more
programs produced!

Currently, we have received about 50% of the $100,000
budget required to produce a full 52 episodes. Through
the gracious gifts received, we have been able to produce
the first 26 episodes of the program. (Thank you so much
